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Performance Notes

This is a tuneful and emotive piece featuring the first alto. It must be plaved expressively
by all players and the Alto can be played in a rubato manner with more advanced players,
the non-soloists following the alto lead. The piece is in F Major (concert pitch) and
reflects the title Pathos, creating a pensive mood and has some French, Mediterranean and
gypsy influences. The backing is thick and melancholy and provides interesting playing for

CVeryone.

Care should be taken not to make the piece too heavy with the backing parts.

The alto cadenza is written but should be played loosely and not in strict time. The soloist
can extend and improvise this bar as desired.
